In the midst of all we are doing as a church we are reminded that God sent forth

A few years ago I was on a mission trip to Senegal.  It was the month of Novem-
ber.  As we made the drive from our mission house in Mbour to the capital city of 

Dakar I entertained myself by trying to read the billboards along the side of the road.  Among the various 
offerings on the billboards were ads for bouillon cubes (written in Wolof), ads for Milk (written in French) 
and an ad for Christmas (this is in a predominately Muslim country.) It was the Christmas ad that chal-
lenged me. 
 

Apparently, the message of Joyeux Noel means something that includes Santa Claus on a moped.  That 
was the picture on the ad.  The Christmas message on the billboard featured a fat Caucasian man with a 
long white beard wearing a red suit trimmed with white fur and black boots and a long pointy hat with a 
cotton ball on the end riding a moped carrying gifts.  No wonder so many in the world are lost and donôt 
know the Good News of Jesus Christ. 
 

The word Noel comes from the French word natalis or birthday.  We celebrate the birth of the Lord Jesus 
Christ who came as the Savior.  ñFor there is born to you this day in the city of David a Savior, who is 
Christ the Lordò (Luke 2:11).   
 

Now, let me ask, is this the message we are sharing? 
 

Weôve made giant strides as a physical church this past year.  Weôve moved to new office buildings, are 
renovating part of the main building, and have changed our worship schedule.  Are we also making 
strides as a spiritual body?  Are we carrying the message of the Savior or are we carrying the distraction 
of a buildingéa scheduleéa meetingéSanta? 
 

ñLord, let our worship be truly Spirit led and Jesus centered.  Let us rejoice in our salvation and in the 
forgiveness of our sins and let us boldly share the Good News of Jesus Christ.  Let us remember that you 
did not leave us nor forsake usé.But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, 
born of a woman, born under the law,éJoyeux Noeléin Jesusô name.  Amen. Merry Christmas and 
Happy New Year!
